1. Massillon Museum. We are an art and history museum that has been in Massillon
for over 75 years. We have over 100,000 objects in our permanent collection, and
change exhibitions in our galleries several times a year. We are a non-profit
organization that primarily receives our funding from a tax levy and grants.
Admission to the museum is free for all. The museum is managed by a small staff
of museum professionals with the additional support of over 120 volunteers. All
funds from museum rentals will help support our operating costs.

The Massillon Museum collects, preserves and exhibits art and artifacts to enrich
our community through education and experience.

2. Availability. Rentals are subject to the room’s availability and on a first-come,
first-serve basis. Potential renters may look at the room during regular Museum
hours of operation.

This is only available for rent to Museum members
and non-profit groups only.

o Gallery (by special permission of the Executive Director) For larger events
such as meetings, parties or dinners, suitable for 150-200 people. This is
available to rent by anyone, with lower rates offered to Museum members.
